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This article presents an empirical study of self-concept in four age groups - children, teenagers, young adults and adults.
The main issue of the study was the place and the role of reproductive and family identities in the structure of the current and the
prospective identity of respondents. Reproductive identity is a part of social identity and usually is considered as a part of family
identity by the most of researchers. To study the current and prospective reproductive identity, M.Kuhn and T. McPartland’s test and
its modification was used. By the means of this test some problems have been solved: the identities, which dominate in the collective
identification matrix of respondents was found, the location and topicality of reproductive and family identity in the structure of
collective identification matrix of respondents was determined and the main features of prospective identity of the respondents
was described. The prevalence of prospective reproductive identities over current identities was proved by the means of statistics.
Such kind of prevalence is a clear evidence that formation of the reproductive and family identities, creation of social roles and the
reproductive life scenarios have a long latency period. Prospective reproductive identity is an important element of the reproductive
script and the life’s journey. Thus, this type of identity determine the reproductive behavior of the person.

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In a century of fast changes of people doesn’t manage to adapt for changing conditions that leads to a psychosocial
dissonance as discrepancy of representations to norms (habitual representations) and the arising mental tension which
can lead to a stress, the conflicts, psychosomatic violations, zdorovyeformirovaniye problems in professional education,
etc., or to development of the person. Development of universal competences (ability to study, creativity, responsibility
before itself and society, ability to anticipate events, ability to be healthy, etc.) becomes especially actual. In article
the mechanism of development of competences on the basis of a psychosocial dissonance is considered and the course
additional (variable part) educations for formation of competence of health is offered. Synergetic representations allow
to create uniform interdisciplinary vision of a solution of the problem of creation of training and being trained groups.

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Conducted an empirical analysis of ethnic stereotypes in students of the Institute of Elabuga, Kazan (Volga) Federal
University. Specificity of application of content-analysis in the study of ethnic stereotypes. Was attracted to the study
of 122 Respondent’s various ethnic groups living on the territory of the Volga and Kama. Combined results of expert
evaluations with self-assessments of specific ethnic communities of indigenous peoples of the territory. When comparing
and comparing national-psychological peculiarities of the studied ethnic groups, it was found that students, considering the
psychological characteristics of the moral quality of the business, behaviors, actions and generalization of the people living
in the region, all the Nations give uniformly positive characteristics. However, conducting a survey, in an ethnically mixed
environment where they should appear on the ethnic status of the Respondent, is having difficulty with ethnic identity. In
the result of the survey identified the respondents ° beliefs about the characteristics of the representatives of ethnic groups
traditionally living in the same territory. Students missing mythologisation auto stereotype and hetero-stereotypenegative.
Assessing the system of ethnic stereotypes, for University students, it should be noted blur features a collective image of
a national character that indicates a high degree of integration of the ethnic groups studied.

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The article analyzes the problems of formation of motivation-value component of economic consciousness in
primary school children as influenced by family education. It is shown that it is the family, due to the closeness
between parents and children, that plays the key role in the shaping of child’s motivation-value component of economic
consciousness, which is responsible for the importance of economic objects to him. The article sets forth a classification
of family education types based on matching the orientations of parent personalities and educational tactics. It was found
that the type of family education affects the development of motivation-value component of economic consciousness
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
