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One of the important directions in prevention of drug addiction among teenagers and youth — social-psychological
testing of the substance usage. The article discusses three directions of drug abuse prevention: the prevention of the use
of narcotic substances by people who have never tried to do it, motivation people who use psychoactive substances and
stopping the use of, and assistance to throw the use of drugs to keep from re-use. The results of social-psychological
testing are a reduction in the numbers of young people with substance use problems and the activation of inter-Agency
interaction on prevention of drug abuse among students.

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The work presents the results of a review of psychological and pedagogical theses. The purpose of the review
was to generalize the empirically proved personality development potential of project activity for elementary school
students. Two basic authors’ viewpoints are provided with regard to possibility of project activity at the initial stage
of general school education. Variability of project activity concept definitions with respect to educational practices
is highlighted. It is stated that personality development value of project activity in elementary school locally at
home economy lessons is most studied. The authors’ classification of project activity by method of its organisation
is provided. The studied aspects of positive effect of project activity on personal development are generalized. The
following aspects of elementary school project activity are highlighted as insufficiently studied with respect to their
personality developing potential: local discipline (Russian language and literature), mixed-age (middle and high school
students) and organismic age work in curricular and extracurricular time.

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The analysis of the specific features and obschevozrastnyh communicate with the teacher of older adolescents with
mental retardation, depending on the psychological and pedagogical conditions of their education. The following factors:
communication in the “teacher-student”: the main content, the topics of communication, the purpose of communication
and motivation, attitudes of students in the interaction with the teacher. Studied the peculiarities of conflict interaction and
the main difficulties in communication. Separately analyzed the ability of young people to empathize with respect to the
teacher. With the formation of students as subjects of communication, during late adolescence is a significant restructuring
of its structural components: objectives, contents, motives. Communicate with the teacher becomes less regulated, becomes
confidential. At the same time, strengthen the sense of adulthood, combined with the increasing criticality of particular causes
intolerance older teens to the authoritarian style of teacher communication, the use of interventions that are degrading of
students. However, these features are manifested in different ways for different groups of older adolescents.

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There has been conducted a comparative analysis of the social perception towards the peers of primary school age
children with a minor degree of psychic underdevelopment and those with normal development. There have been singled out
qualitative and quantitative criteria of the social perception estimation of this group children (the perception and recognition
of facial expression, emotionally coloured phrases, appearance characteristics, physical shape and actions of the peers). There
was developed a criterion-oriented diagnostic complex which gives the possibility to estimate the distinguishing features
of the social perception in children with psychic underdevelopment. It is identified that the specific peculiarities of social
perception of primary school children with a minor degree of psychic underdevelopment towards the peers are the following:
the impairment of the adequate identification and verbalizing of the neutral emotional expression of the face and emotionally-
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
