The ratio of students to the applicable legal standards determined
by the age and psychological characteristics and the specifics of the educational and professional environment to which
they belong. At the initial stages of educational training of the functionality of legal norms poorly differentiated in the
minds of individuals, on the later stages of training standards are beginning to be seen in the context of the regulation
of various social interactions and successful implementation of the future professional activity.

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Conducted an empirical study of the existing level of tolerance and the degree of socio-psychological distancing
students Elabuga Institute of Kazan (Volga) Federal University. Socio-psychological distancing is one of the main
problems of modern inter-ethnic relations in the youth environment. Special attention is given to ethnic tolerance
of intolerance attitude towards people of other races and ethnic groups of students. Specificity of residence of the
respondents in the area of free economic zone, as it left the specific features of the formation of the index of tolerance.
When measuring the degree of social acceptability, to take into account national origin, sex, age of the respondents
that had an impact on the results of the ranking. Noting the degree of acceptance of ethnic groups living in the single
historical process of integration of space, respondents showed the desire for interaction and partial assimilation,
expressing to them positive feelings. Specification of representations about these ethnic groups, their culture, lifestyle,
religion, customs minimizes the socio-psychological distance, reduces anxiety and aggression. Conversely, the
presence of distorted information on ethnic groups in remote geographically, maximizes the social distance, increasing
the threshold for fear of a «stranger», until the reluctance to see the next. As a result of research of a level of tolerance,
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respondents showed the readiness of the average level, that is, in some situations they behave tolerantly, others may
manifest intolerance.

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The paper presents theresults of an empiricalstudy on the relationshipcharacteristics of theself-conceptof older
adolescentsand indicatorsof adaptation tothe educational environment ofthe school. The problemis studied inthe context
ofpsycho-pedagogical supportof senior pupils toadaptthe educational environmentof the institution andtreatedwith internal
and externalpositions inrelation to the individualsenior high school student. The concepts of “self-concept”, “educational
environment” and “adaptation” is analyzed in terms of the irrelationship to positions of educational psychology. It is
established that there are stable interrelation characteristics ofan emerging self-concept among high school students and
indicators of their adaptation to the educational environment of the school. For a positive school adaptation is important,
not only high school students a positive self-concept, but also the processes of intrapersonal confrontations as sociated
with a negative attitude to yourself in certain situations, indicating that stressadaptation processes.
